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Curriculum Intent Statement 
Art
At St George’s Primary School, we want our children to love art, craft and design! 
We want them to have no limits to what their ambitions are and to grow up wanting to be illustrators, graphic designers, fashion designers, curators, architects or printmakers. Our Art curriculum is designed to engage, inspire and challenge pupils, whilst equipping them with the knowledge and skills to be able to experiment, invent and create their own works of art. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]As pupils progress, they should gain a deeper understanding of how Art and Design reflects and shapes our history, and how it contributes to the culture, creativity and wealth of our world. We want to equip our children with not only the minimum statutory requirements of the Art and Design National Curriculum but to prepare them for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences of later life. We want our children to use the local area as inspiration, to learn from other cultures and to respect diversity. To that end, we have carefully selected a wide range of unique and diverse artists, craft makers and designers for children to study.

Aims:
· Art develops pupils’ handling, moving and fine motor control skills. 
· Through art, pupils produce their own, original creative work, exploring their ideas and recording their experiences.
· Learning through art develops pupils’ language skills, social skills, decision-making and risk-taking. 
· Art develops curiosity, teaching pupils to observe the world thoroughly and carefully. 
· Pupils connect with their own culture, as well as with the wider world, through art.
· Art creates opportunities to explore different materials and develop their own ideas of how to use them effectively.
· Art takes pupils to other worlds, cultures and times, as they explore ideas in the work of a variety of artists. 
· Art allows pupils to express their feelings and ideas, both as a means of self-expression and to communicate with others.
· Art allows pupils to learn more about how people lived in the past, by looking at art and artists. 
· Art helps pupils to begin to develop an understanding of how it reflects and shapes our society, contributing to a nation’s culture, creativity and wealth.
· Art is an important part of developing pupils’ ability to express their individual creativity, working both individually and collaboratively with others. 
· Art engages, inspires and challenges pupils, equipping them with the knowledge and skills to experiment and invent.

How is Art taught at St George’s Primary School? 

Art is taught through thematic units. The attached overview (Appendix 1) maps out which thematic units feature this subject and the Long-Term Plan (Appendix 2) clearly shows the objectives taught.Art is taught through a combination of subject knowledge and skills. We strive to engage with Art learning both inside and outside the classroom. Artists throughout history have impacted and influenced societies and culture and at St George’s we learn about  the following artists throughout our curriculum: -Jack Kirby, Julie Taymor, Romero Britto, Jackson Pollock, Pietro D’Angelo, Christy Brown, Ivan Aivazovsky, Cesar Manrique, Theresa Elvin. In art, we also learn about the mediums of collage, textiles, photography, drawing, painting, 3D form and sculpture, as well as mixed media. We explore these materials and learn how to manipulate them developing our skills in an open and exploratory manor. 
How is Art assessed at St George’s Primary School?
Assessment of children’s learning takes the form of ongoing monitoring of children’s understanding, knowledge and skills using key questioning skills built into the lessons. 

Art is also monitored by the subject leader- Mrs Elliott – throughout the year in the form of a collection of evidence; book monitoring, comparing outcomes based against age-based progression and pupil interviews to discuss their learning. This tangible evidence aids understanding and establishes the impact of the teaching taking place. 
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
